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VARIATIONS/MODIFICATIONS

1. For a student who has difficulty completing work: Pretest using the six words
(teacher might want to include words thaf might arise from the activities as
well). Student works only on the words he/she misspells.

2. For those students who are able to handle more than six words at a time: Try
combining two or three packs.

3. For children making own word lists:
a) teacher can make up the activities after student presents list of words;

b) student can make up activities. To avoid overuse of some activities and lack
of use of others, use a chart where each time an activity is selected, the
teacher initials it so student has to select from those not yet used.

4. When writing words three times each, students.could be encouraged to use
a variety of ways to write the word (.e. different colour for each word, different
colour for each letter or syllable, write word to represent its meaning in a

creative way, paint on newsprint)

5. For writing the words three times each and inalphabetical order, children
could use felt board, magnetic board, etc. Sentences could be written on

chart paper.
