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Spanish-English 2

TO THE TEACHER:

This unit was designed to be both functional and pleasurable. It is mainly a tool for students who are studying
Spanish or English as a new language, but will bring enjoyment to those who like to look at pictures and those who
delight in trying to pronounce new sounds.

Activity pages involve 120 nouns familiar to most students and can serve to develop several skills: word-picture
association, verbal skills, visual perception, word pronunciation skills, and sound blending. Also, student vocabulary
skills can be developed by utilizing this unit in cooperative learning situations.

The words have been grouped by category and a glossary gives the Spanish pronunciation. All Spanish nouns
include the masculine or feminine article (el, la, los, las) that translates as “the” in English. The pictures are clear and
convey meaning. Some students may wish to use crayons or colored pencils to add color to the pictures. Each lesson
consists of two activity pages:

1. Students label each drawing by matching Spanish and English words to the appropriate picture.
2. Students match English words with their Spanish counterparts. Then Spanish clues are given for completion of a
crossword puzzle with English equivalents.
